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Graduate students at the Institute must complete all requirements according to these Course Selection Principles to graduate.
Article 1:  Basic Principles
1. The courses selected by master's students at the Institute should complement their field of interest, and courses selected by doctoral students should align with their research direction, in order to highlight the Institute’s interdisciplinary integration.
2. Students should follow the advice of their academic advisor or advising professor when selecting courses.
3. Course instructors may set a limit on the number of students that may take their course, and announce the limit each semester before course selection begins.
4. Elective courses must be related to the Institute’s field of study to be counted towards graduate credits.
5. The Institute’s courses are divided into foundational courses, methodology courses, and professional elective courses.
6. Course requirements and rules are described below.
Article 2:  Foundational courses
Foundational courses are required/elective courses that students who meet the following conditions may apply for exemption from.
1. Ecology: Students who scored an unadjusted score of 60 points or above on the entrance examination, or received a score of 85 points or above in a 2-credit course or 75 points or above in a 3-credit course while they were in a bachelor program, or submit related documents in the exemption application may be exempted from taking this course after gaining approval in an meeting of the Institute Affairs Council.
2. Introduction to Environmental Engineering and Science: Students who studied environmental engineering or environmental science in college, or received a passing score in environmental engineering or environmental science on the entrance examination, or submit related documents in the exemption application may be exempted after gaining approval in an meeting of the Institute Affairs Council.
3. Microeconomics: Students who scored an unadjusted score of 60 points or above or 65 points or above after standardization in economics in the entrance examination, or received a score of 80 points or above in “Economics” or “Principles of Economics,” or received a score of 75 points or above in “Microeconomics” while they were in a bachelor program, or submit related documents in the exemption application may be exempted from taking this course after gaining approval in an meeting of the Institute Affairs Council.
4. Statistics: Students who scored an unadjusted score 60 points or above or 65 points or above after standardization in “Statistics” on the entrance examination, or received a score of 70 points or above in a 3-credit course or 80 points or above in a 2-credit course while they were in a bachelor program, or submit related documents in the exemption application may be exempted from taking this course after gaining approval in an meeting of the Institute Affairs Council.
Article 3:  Methodology courses
1. Master's students must take at least one methodology course out of “Resource Management and Operations Research,” “Resource Management and System Simulation,” “Resource Management and Econometrics,” and “Resource Management and Dynamic Analysis.”
2. Doctoral students must take a research methodology course related to their research direction with at least 3 credits.
Article 4:  Total number of credits from elective courses
1. The credit requirement for master's students to graduate is 34 credits (excluding master’s thesis), and 38 credits (including 6 credits for master’s thesis) for students in on-the-job graduate programs.
2. Master's students may not take over 13 credits in each of their first two semesters. Starting in their third semester, they must take at least one course other than “Seminar on Resource Management.” The number of credits may be increased or decreased due to special circumstances after gaining approval from the director.
3. Students in on-the-job graduate programs may not take over 7 credits and no fewer than 5 credits each semester, and must take at least one course each semester starting in the fifth semester. The number of credits may be increased or decreased due to special circumstances after gaining approval from the director.
4. The credit requirement for doctoral students to graduate is 18 credits (excluding foundational master’s program courses), in which at least 13 credits must be from doctoral-level courses. The number of credits obtained by a doctoral student shall be reviewed and determined by an Evaluation Committee formed by full-time teachers at the Institute when applying to take the qualifying examination.
